Dear Conservancy Board Members:

Washington Water Service Company (Washington Water) would like to file the above
referenced Application for Change of Water Right with the Conservancy Board for processing of
a water right decision. Enclosed find our filing fee of $1,450.

Washington Water is the largest investor-owned water utility in the state and provides water-
utility services to nearly 300 public water systems, ranging in size from three service connections
to 1,600. This application is associated with our Thurston County systems and is intended to
allow us to supply water to some of the new development that is occurring in unincorporated
Thurston County. Because we are a regional public water supplier and not a developer, our goal
is to be able to respond to requests for water in a timely fashion. Sometimes we are able to
supply new growth from our existing wells, and other times our best option is to develop new
sources.

The intent of our Application for Change is to change one of the four currently authorized points
of withdrawal on our water-right permit G2-26813 to accommodate a new well that will be
located approximately 1 mile to the south of the originally designated point of withdrawal.
Concurrent with this filing, we also request a change in the purpose of use from community
domestic supply to municipal supply.

EXISTING WELLS

Groundwater permit (G2-26813 authorizes the withdrawal of 800 gpm and 425 acre-feet per year
from four wells located in Sections 13 and 14, T. 18 N., R. I W.W.M, for community domestic
supply of an estimated 950 connections. This permit is in good standing, with a development
schedule that requires completion of construction in 2014 and full beneficial use in 2015.

Currently, two of the four wells have been constructed and are in use for homes in the Rolling
Firs and Evergreen Terrace developments, and surrounding parcels. Well 1 is 225 feet deep, and
Well 2 is 280 feet deep. Wells 3 and 4 were proposed for additional supply; however, instead of
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drilling at the designated sites, Washington Water would like to shift one of those proposed wells
to the south to supply new development in that portion of our service area.

The new well will be situated about 1 mile south of the original wells, in the vicinity of the
proposed Freestone Ridge project. Because our current wells are equipped to produce only 325
gpm, a new high capacity well at Freestone site will allow Washington Water to more fully
develop this permit and comply with the development schedule.

NEW POINT OF WITHDRAWAL

The new point of withdrawal will be constructed near the center of Section 25, T. 18 N, R 1
W.W.M.. The well site straddles the section line, so the well would be located either in the
SW1/4 NE1/4 or the NW1/4 SE1/4 of Sec 25.

We anticipate that a well at this sile will be productive and plan to target the coarse sand and
gravel deposits of the Sea level Aquifer (Qc), between depths of 200 to 300 feet. Similar wells,
Jocated about a mile to the south, have potential capacities of over 1,000 gpm. It is our plan to
develop approximately 800 gpm at the new well. Drilling and testing will occur once this change
of point of withdrawal is completed.

Additional information to assist the Board with the hydrogeological characterization of the area
will be provided by Pacific Groundwater in the near future.
